1 Timothy 1:3-7

As I urged you when I was going to Macedonia, 
remain at Ephesus so that you may charge certain 
persons not to teach any different doctrine, nor to 
devote themselves to myths and endless 
genealogies, which promote speculations rather 
than the stewardship from God that is by faith. The 
aim of our charge is love that issues from a pure 
heart and a good conscience and a sincere faith…



1 Timothy 1:3-7

Certain persons, by swerving from these, have 
wandered away into vain discussion, desiring to be 
teachers of the law, without understanding either 
what they are saying or the things about which they 
make confident assertions.



1 Timothy 

(1:18) – This charge I entrust to you, Timothy, my 
child… wage the good warfare…

(4:16) – Keep a close watch on yourself and on the 
teaching. Persist in this…

(6:12) – Fight the good fight of the faith…

(6:20) – O Timothy, guard the deposit entrusted to 
you



Acts 20:25-31

And now, behold, I know that none of you among 
whom I have gone about proclaiming the kingdom 
will see my face again… Pay careful attention to 
yourselves and to all the flock, in which the Holy 
Spirit has made you overseers, to care for the 
church of God, which he obtained with his own 
blood. I know that after my departure fierce wolves 
will come in among you, not sparing the flock; and 
from among your own selves will arise men 
speaking twisted things, to draw away the disciples 
after them. Therefore be alert…
